ABOUT THE SEMINAR

The Central University of Kamataka has been
established by an Act of Pariament in March 2009 at
Guibarga with the mission to provide quality education
and undertake research and extension activities.

As part of its research and extension activity and in
association with Sahitya Akademi, New Delhi and with
the co-operation of Guibarga University, Gulbarga we
are organizing a two day National Seminar on the
‘Sharana Mystic and Sufi Traditions of the Deccan’.
As you are aware this region has been the seat of the
two traditions represented by the Sharana Mystics like
Basavanna, Allama Prabhu, Dasimayya and Akka
which continued with appropriate modifications by
Kadakola Madivalappa, Madara Chennaiah, the
Thatva Padakaras, Subramanya Bharati, Kuvempu,
Bendre, Madhura Channa and others later. Similarly,
Sufi saints of Bijapur, Bidar and Gulbarga like
Bandenawaz, Shishunala Sharif, Mohammed Gavan
etc have contributed their own mite for the enrichment
of the composite and pluralistic culture of the region.
The seminar intends to explore and re-invent contribu-
tions of the pioneers of these traditions to promote
harmony and peace.

Against this background the seminar is scheduled for
the 5 - 6 March, 2010 at Gulbarga University Campus,
Gulbarga with papers and discussions invited on the
following themes:

Sufi and Mystic traditions - Their world view
Self and the Almighty
Sufi and Mystic traditions - Mutual Influence - impact
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
