Statute 42
42- Constitution on Planning and Monitoring Board

(1) There shall be a Planning & Monitoring Board of the University which shall advise generally on the planning
and development activities of the University and monitor the standard of academic and physical development of
the University.

2) The constitution of the Planning & Monitoring Board and manner of appointment of members shall be as under:
(a) The Vice Chancellor, who shall be the Chairman
(b) Pro Vice Chancellor
(c) Two Deans of the Schools to be nominated by the Vice Chancellor

(d) Three Experts, known for their expertise/special interests in planning and development of higher education, to
be nominated by the Executive Council

(e) Three Experts, known for their expertise/special interest in the planning and development of higher education, to
be nominated by the Vice Chancellor

(f)  The Registrar of the University
(g) The Finance Officer of the University

(h) The person designated by the Vice Chancellor as the Planning & Development Officer or the OSD (Planning &
Development) shall be the Member Secretary.

3) The terms of the office of the members other than the ex-officio members, shall be three years from the date
of their appointment and they shall be eligible for reappointment.

“4) The powers and functions of the Planning & Monitoring Board shall be such as may be prescribed by the
Ordinance.

In the Schools of Studies system, several Departments are
ninr-:w! under the same Schoo! =0 as to encourage nrnqhnr academic
ceoperation and, coordination and promote mter dlscnpllnary and
multidisciptinary studies. It is therefore necessary that the School Board -
should be included as an authority of the University under Section 19 of the,
Act where the Board of Studies of the Departments is already included. ‘

The Executive Council of Central University of Karnataka, on the proposal made by the
Academic Council, hereby makes a new Statute providing for the creation of a post of
Dean, Students’ Welfare by way of addition to the existing Statutes of the University.

PREAMBLE While Statute 36 (1) (i} of the Central Universities Act speaks of the Dean
of Students’ Welfare, there is no provision in the Act for the mode and
procedure for appointment of Dean of Students' Welfare. Hence it was felt
necessary to frame statute prescribing the same.

Hence the Statite.
Add Statute 44 (after Statute 43): DEAN OF STUDENTS' WELF ARE. |

1. Every Dean of Students’ Welfare shall be appointed from amongst the
teachers of the University, not below the rank of a Associate Professor by the
Executive Council on the recommendation of the Vice-Chancellor

2. Every Dean appointed under clause (1) shall be a whole-time officer and shall
hoid office for a term of three years and shall e eligible for re-appointment.

3. Provided that the Executive Council may, if it is considered necessary. appoint,
on the recommendation of the Vice-Chancellor, a teacher, not below the rank
of a Associate Professor, to discharge the duties of the Dean of Students'
Welfare in addition to his duties as such teacher and in such a case, the
Executive Council may sanction a suitable allowance to be paid to him.

4. A person who is appointed as a Dean of Students’ Welfare shall continue to
nictd his lien onehis substaniive post and shaii be eiigibie to ali the beneiits that
would have otherwise accrued fo him, but for his appointment as the Dean of |
Siudents’ Weifare.

5. When the office of a Dean of Students’ Welfare is vacant or when the Dean of
Students’ Welfare is, by reason of illness or absence or any other cause
unable to perform the duties of his office, the duties of the office shall be:
